 was the third planet from the Sun and is the largest of the terrestrial planets in the Solar System, in both diameter and mass. Home to a myriad of species including humans, it is also referred to as "the Earth", "Planet Earth", "Gaia", "Terra", and "the World".

The Earth was the first planet known to have liquid water on its surface and the only place in the universe known to harbor life. Earth has a magnetic field that, together with a primarily nitrogen-oxygen atmosphere, protects the surface from radiation that is harmful to life. The atmosphere also serves as a shield that causes smaller meteors to burn up before they strike the surface.

The Earth formed around 4.57 billion years ago and it’s only known natural satellite, the Moon, began orbiting it around 4.53 billion years ago. At present, the Earth orbits the Sun once for every roughly 366.26 times it rotates about its axis. This length of time is a sidereal year, which is equal to 365.26 solar days. The Earth's axis of rotation is tilted 23.5° away from the perpendicular to its orbital plane, producing seasonal variations on the planet's surface with a period of one tropical year.

Atmospheric conditions on Earth have been significantly altered by the presence of life forms, which create an ecological balance that modifies the surface conditions. About 71% of the surface is covered with salt-water oceans. The remaining 29% consists of continents and islands. The planet's outer surface is divided into several rigid segments, or tectonic plates, that gradually migrate across the surface over periods of many millions of years. Earth's interior remains active, with a thick layer of relatively solid mantle, a liquid outer core that generates a magnetic field, and a solid-iron inner core.

Earth interacts with outer space to a significant degree. Its relatively large moon provides ocean tides, stabilizes the axial tilt and has gradually modified the length of the planet's rotation period. A commentary bombardment during the early history of the planet played a role in the formation of the oceans. Later, asteroid impacts caused significant changes to the surface environment. Long term periodic changes in the orbit of the planet are believed to have caused the ice ages that have covered significant portions of the surface in glacial sheets.

· Planet
: was a celestial body that is in orbit around a star, has sufficient mass for its self-gravity to overcome rigid body forces so that it assumes a nearly round shape, is neither a star nor a moon of a planet, and has cleared out the area around its orbit as it formed by causing all other smaller bodies in its orbit to accrete with it. As a consequence, it does not share its orbital region with any other bodies of significant size, except for moons or those collected later under its gravitational influence. Planets were extremely varied in terms of environmental conditions and landscape, ranging from completely oceanic (such as Manaan and Kamino) to thick arboreal rainforests (such as Kashyyyk and Felucia). Some planets, like Geonosis, Korriban, and Tatooine, were completely barren and desolate, covered in little more than rock and sand; while others (such as Coruscant and Mygeeto) became ecumenopolises, in which the entire planetary surface was covered by one gigantic city. Many planets, like Dantooine, Naboo, Alderaan, and Corellia, contained a mix of landscapes, with various continents, oceans, and mountains. 

· Solar System
: consists of the Sun and the other celestial objects gravitationally bound to it: the eight planets, their 165 known moons, three dwarf planets (Ceres, Eris, and Pluto) and their four known moons, and billions of small bodies. This last category includes asteroids, Kuiper belt objects, comets, meteoroids, and interplanetary dust.
· Sol System (or Solar system or Terran system)
: is a star system located in Sector 001, in the Alpha Quadrant.  The Solar system formed approximately 5 billion years ago out of a slowly condensing cloud of debris and gas, probably left over from previous supernovae.
· Sol (Star): the primary star of the Sol System.

· Galactic Coordinates
: were numbers given to a navigation computer to plot a safe course through hyperspace to reach a certain celestial body. 
· Human (Sapient)
: were the Galaxy's most numerous and politically dominant sentient species, with apparently millions of major and minor colonies Galaxy-wide. Believed to have originated on the galactic capital of Coruscant, they could be found anywhere, engaged in many different pursuits: spacers, mercenaries, smugglers, merchants, stormtroopers, assassins, farmers, crime lords, laborers and many others. Since Humans were the most common sentient species, they were often considered to be a standard or average to which the biology, psychology, and culture of other species were compared.
· Sapient
: is a being with the ability to think intelligently. The term sentient, however, is more commonly used and has a similar meaning—a being with the capacity to feel sensations, such as pain. The term sentient is applied, albeit incorrectly, to both living beings and droids who demonstrate the ability to reason.

· Deer (Non-Sapient)
: ruminant mammal belonging to the family Cervidae. A number of broadly similar animals from related families within the order Artiodactyla (even-toed ungulates) are often also called deer.

· Non-Sentient
: was a term used to describe to beings that were alive, yet not aware of the complexities of their existence. Examples include the TaunTaun, the krayt dragon, and several other creatures. Although it is possible, though it has never been proven, all of the non-sentient animals could become sentient races. 

· Hawk (Avain)
: were widely reputed to have visual acuity several times that of a normal human being.

· Humanoid
: species was one that was similar in overall form to Humans, the most common sapient species in the Galaxy. The term is less specific than Near-Human, which generally implies common biological ancestry with Humans.

· Crow (Avain)
: are large passerine birds that comprise the genus Corvus in the family Corvidae. Ranging in size from the relatively small pigeon-sized jackdaws (Eurasian and Daurian) to the Common Raven of the Holarctic region and Thick-billed Raven of the highlands of Ethiopia, the 40 or so members of this genus occur on all temperate continents (except South America) and several offshore and oceanic islands (including Hawaii).

· Reduviid Bugs (Non-Sapient)
: was a large, cosmopolitan family of predatory insects in the suborder Heteroptera. It includes assassin bugs (genera include Melanolestes, Psellipus, Rasahus, Reduvius, Rhiginia, Sinea, Triatoma, and Zelus), wheel bugs (Arilus cristatus), ambush bugs (genera include Apiomerus and Phymata), and thread-legged bugs (the subfamily Emesinae, including the genus Emesaya). There are about 7000 species altogethers, making it one of the largest families in the Hemiptera.
Wheel Bugs (Non-Sapient)
: in the family Reduviidae, is one of the largest terrestrial true bugs in North America, being up to 1 1/2 inches, or 38 mm, in length; it is the only member of its genus. A characteristic identifying structure is the wheel-shaped pronotal armor. They are predators upon soft-bodied insects such as caterpillars, Japanese beetles, etc., which they pierce with their beak and inject salivary fluids that dissolve soft tissue. Because most of their prey is pests, wheel bugs are considered beneficial insects, although they can inflict a painful bite if handled carelessly.
· Magnetic Field
: is a solenoid vector field in the space surrounding moving electric charges and magnetic dipoles, such as those in electric currents and magnets. Where such a field is present, magnetic force acts on other such bodies. All materials respond to a magnetic field to some degree, by opposing it or being attracted to it.
· Stag Beetle (Insect)
: an impressive antler-like mandible jaws of this male are used in mating rite battles and are more for show and simply dislodging other males from choice branches than to inflict lethal damage. The shorter female jaws often more capable of inflicting a painful bite. This group can be recognized by elbowed antennae ending with a club. Adults eat leaves and bark. Albrecht Dürer immortalized this beetle in a famous watercolor painting. C-shaped larvae. In Germany, the scarab beetle in the form of a stag beetle was equated as a symbol of Christ. European folklore believed male stag beetles were associated with setting fire to thatched building by transporting burning embers perhaps from their lightning singed oak tree homes. Turkish good luck charms use the male jaws to ward off evil.
· Tectonic Plates
: is a theory of geology that has been developed to explain the observed evidence for large scale motions of the Earth's lithosphere. The theory encompassed and superseded the older theory of continental drift from the first half of the 20th century and the concept of seafloor spreading developed during the 1960s.
· Hookworm (Non-Sapient)
: is a parasitic nematode worm that lives in the small intestine of its host, which may be a mammal such as a dog, cat, or human. Two species of hookworms commonly infect humans, Ancylostoma duodenale and Necator americanus. Necator americanus predominates in the Americas, Sub-Saharan Africa, Southeast Asia, China and Indonesia, while A. duodenale predominates in the Middle East, North Africa, India and (formerly) in southern Europe. Hookworms are thought to infect 800 million people worldwide. The A. braziliense and A. tubaeforme species infect cats, while A. caninum infects dogs. Uncinaria stenocephala infects both dogs and cats.
· Trypanosoma cruzi
: was a species of parasitic protozoan trypanosomes. The species causes the trypanosomiasis diseases in humans and animals in America. The species is transmitted by the feces of Reduviid Bugs.
Trypanosomiasis Diseases
: Infection leads to malaise, lassitude and irregular fevers. Early symptoms, which include fever and enlarged lymph glands and spleen, are more severe and acute in T.b. rhodesiense infections. Early signs are followed by a range of symptoms including headache, anemia, joint pains and swollen tissues; advanced symptoms include neurological and endocrine disorders. 
i. Tsetse Flies (Insect)
: are large biting flies from Africa which live by feeding on the blood of vertebrate animals. Tsetse includes all the species in the genus Glossina, which are generally placed in their own family, Glossinidae.
ii. Elephant (Non-Sapient)
: were families in the order Proboscidea in the class Mammalia. They were once classified along with other thick skinned animals in a now invalid order, Pachydermata. There are three living species: the African Bush Elephant, the African Forest Elephant (until recently known collectively as the African Elephant), and the Asian Elephant (also known as the Indian Elephant). Other species have become extinct since the last ice age, which ended about 10,000 years ago, the Mammoth being the most well-known of these.
· Stag Beetle (Insect)
: an impressive antler-like mandible jaws of this male are used in mating rite battles and are more for show and simply dislodging other males from choice branches than to inflict lethal damage. The shorter female jaws often more capable of inflicting a painful bite. This group can be recognized by elbowed antennae ending with a club. Adults eat leaves and bark. Albrecht Dürer immortalized this beetle in a famous watercolor painting. C-shaped larvae. In Germany, the scarab beetle in the form of a stag beetle was equated as a symbol of Christ. · Weevil (Insect)
: is any beetle from the Curculionoidea superfamily. They are usually small, less than 6 mm (¼ inch), and herbivorous. Due to the shape of their heads, weevils are commonly known as snout beetles. There are over 60,000 species in several families, mostly in the family Curculionidae (the true weevils). Some other beetles, although not closely related, bear the name "weevil", such as the biscuit weevil (Stegobium paniceum), which belongs to the family Anobiidae. 
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Mormon Cricket (Anabrus simplex)
: was actually a shieldbacked katydid, and not a cricket at all. Mormon crickets are large insects that can grow to almost three inches in length. They live throughout western North America in rangelands dominated by sagebrush and forbs. The Mormon cricket is flightless, but capable of traveling up to two kilometers a day in its swarming phase, during which it is a serious agricultural pest and traffic hazard. 
· Dragonhunter (Hagenius brevistylus)
: is a member of the gomphid dragonfly family (family Gomphidae). Mostly stream-haunting insects, gomphid dragonflies, 1 7/8-3" (48-76 mm) long, rest on logs, stones, and leaves, or dart from one resting place to another, seizing prey along the way. Only a few species frequent ponds. The adult is easily recognized by the widely separated compound eyes and sprawling legs. The female lacks an ovipositor and flies alone over the water, striking the tip of her abdomen through the water surface, each time discharging many eggs. Naiads have wedge-shaped heads and thick, 4-segmented antennae. Using their stiff legs, they burrow in bottom debris. There are about 10 genera in North America.

· Toe Biter (Abedus indentatus): Among the most ferocious water predators, members of this genus live in streams. Other giant water bugs inhabit standing water. The insects in this family have flattened hind legs that are used for swimming. The fore legs grasp prey while the insect thrusts its powerful, sucking beak into a victim. To obtain air, giant water bugs raise the tip of the abdomen to the water surface and extend 2 tail-like breathing tubes.

· Mosquitoes (Aedes species)
: population increases after summer rains, because the number of places where they can breed multiplies.

· Ticks (Dermacentor species; Insect)
: is the common name for the small arachnids that, along with other mites, constitute the order Acarina. Ticks are ectoparasites (external parasites), living by hematophagy on the blood of mammals, birds, and occasionally reptiles and amphibians. Ticks are important vectors of a number of diseases, including Lyme disease.
· Lyme Disease (Borreliosis)
: is a bacterial infection with a spirochete from the species complex Borrelia burgdorferi, which is most often acquired from the bite of an infected Ixodes, or black-legged, tick, also known as a deer tick. The deer tick is not the only carrier of this disease. The deer tick is frequently mistaken for a dog tick which is more common and larger in size. Borrelia burgdorferi sensu stricto is the predominant cause of Lyme disease in the U.S.; Lyme disease in Europe is more often caused by Borrelia afzelii or Borrelia garinii.
· Paleopathology (Science)
: was the study of ancient diseases. It was useful in understanding the past history of diseases, and uses this understanding to predict its course in the future.
· Pinworm (Insect)
: is a parasitic roundworm of the phylum Nematoda.
Enterobiasis
: was a medical condition of being infected with pinworms (Enterobius vermicularis). It may be referred to, less precisely, as oxyuriasis, in reference to the family Oxyuridae, which contains the genus Enterobiasis.
· Atacama Desert
: was the driest place on Earth, and is virtually sterile because it is blocked from moisture on both sides by the Andes Mountains and by coastal mountains. The average rainfall in the Chilean region of Antofagasta is just 1 mm per year, and at one time no rain fell in the entire desert for 400 years. Some weather stations in the Atacama have never received rain. Evidence suggests that the Atacama may not have had any significant rainfall from 1570 to 1971. It is so arid that mountains that reach as high as 6,885 meters (22,590 feet) are completely free of glaciers and, in the southern part from 25°S to 27°S, may have been glacier-free throughout the Quaternary - though permafrost extends down to an altitude of 4,400 meters and is continuous above 5,600 meters. Studies by a group of British scientists have suggested that some river beds have been dry for 120,000 years.
· Jerusalem Cricket (Stenopelmatus fuscus)
: Active both day and night, these crickets often leave distinctive smooth tracks on dusty roads by dragging their bulky abdomens. Other species of the genus are distinguished by the number and form of tibial spines.

· The Azars: found about half way between Europe and the Americas and a Portugal colony.

· Whipworm (Insect)
: is a roundworm, which causes trichuriasis when it infects a human large intestine. The name whipworm refers to the shape of the worm; they look like whips with wider "handles" at the posterior end.
· Lapis (Semi-Precious Stone)
: was a semi-precious stone prized since antiquity for its intense blue color.
· Giraffe (Non-Sapient)
: is an African even-toed ungulate mammal, the tallest of all land-living animal species. Males can be 4.8 to 5.5 meters (16 to 18 feet) tall and weigh up to 1,360 kilograms (3,000 pounds). The record-sized bull was 5.87 m (19.2 feet) tall and weighed approximately 2,000 kg (4,400 lbs.). Females are generally slightly shorter and weigh less than the males do.
· Blue Ringed Octopus (Non-Sapient)
: are three or four small octopus species that live in tide pools in the Pacific Ocean, from Japan to Australia. They are currently recognized as one of the world's most venomous animals.  An individual blue-ringed octopus tends to use its dermal chromatophore cells to camouflage itself until provoked,  at which point it quickly changes color, becoming bright yellow with blue rings or lines. It hunts small crabs, hermit crabs, and shrimp but will bite an attacker, even a human, if provoked or stepped on.
Greater Blue-Ringed Octopus (Non-Sapient, Hapalochlaena lunulata)
: was one of 3 (or perhaps 4) species of blue-ringed octopuses. Unlike its southern brethren, the Blue-lined and Southern Blue-ringed octopuses that are found only in Australian waters, the range of the Greater Blue-ringed Octopus spans the tropical western Pacific Ocean. Greater Blue-ringed Octopuses can weigh between 10 and 100 grams though the average is 55 g.
Southern Blue- Ringed Octopus (Non-Sapient; Hapalochlaena maculosa)
: was most commonly found in tidal rock pools along the south coast of Australia. An adult can grow up to 20 centimeters long (top of the mantle to the tip of the tentacles) and on average weighs 26 grams.
Blue-Lined Octopus (Non-Sapient; Hapalochlaena fasciata)
: was most commonly found around intertidal rocky shores and coastal waters to a depth of 15 m between southern Queensland and southern New South Wales. It has an appearance of yellow hide with dark blue or black streaks covering the whole body apart from the underside of its arms.
· Pipe Fish (Non-Sapient)
: look like straight-bodied seahorses with tiny mouths. The name is derived from the peculiar form of their snout, which is like a long tube, ending in narrow and small mouth which opens upwards and is toothless. The body and tail are long, thin, and snake-like. They have a highly modified skeleton formed into armored plating. This dermal skeleton has several longitudinal ridges, so that a vertical section through the body looks angular, not round or oval as in the majority of other fishes.

· Cuddle Fish (Non-Sapient)
: was family, Sepiidae, of squid like cephalopods with an internal calcareous shell (cuttlebone). The common cuttle Sepia officinalis of the Atlantic and Mediterranean is up to 30 cm/1 ft long. It swims actively by means of the fins into which the sides of its oval, flattened body are expanded, and jerks itself backwards by shooting a jet of water from its ‘siphon’.

i. Harappa (City, Urdu: ہڑپہ)
: was a city in Punjab, northeast Pakistan, about 35km (22 miles) southwest of Sahiwal.
ii. Gujarat
: was a state in the Republic of India. With 20% of the countries total industrial output, it is the most industrialized state in India. Gujarat borders Pakistan, and the states of Rajasthan to the north-east, Madhya Pradesh to the east, Maharashtra and the Union territories of Diu, Daman, Dadra and Nagar Haveli to the south. Tomb of Jahangir
: is the mausoleum built for the Mughal Emperor Jahangir who ruled from 1605 to 1627. The mausoleum is located near the town of Shahdara in Lahore, Pakistan. His son Shah Jahan built the mausoleum 10 years after his father's death. It is sited in an attractive walled garden. It has four 30 meter high minarets. The interior is embellished with frescoes and pietra dura inlay and colored marble. The mausoleum features prominently on the Pakistan Rupees 1,000 denomination bank note.
Indus River
: the longest and most important river in Pakistan and one of the most important rivers on the Indian subcontinent and has given the country India its name. Originating in the Tibetan plateau in the vicinity of Lake Mansarovar, the river runs a course through Ladakh district in Kashmir and Northern Areas, flowing through the North in a southerly direction along the entire length of country, to merge into the Arabian Sea near Pakistan's port city Karachi. The total length of the river is 3200 kilometers (2000 miles). The river has a total drainage area exceeding 1,165,000 square kilometers (450,000 square miles). The river's estimated annual flow stands at around 207 cubic kilometers. Beginning at the heights of the world with glaciers, the river feeds the ecosystem of temperate forests, plains and arid countryside. Together with the rivers Chenab, Ravi, Sutlej, Jhelum, Beas and the extinct Sarasvati River, the Indus forms the Sapta Sindhu ("Seven Rivers") delta in the Sindh province of Pakistan. It has 20 major tributaries.
Indus Valley Civilization (3300–1700 BC, flourished 2600–1900 BCE)
: abbreviated IVC, was an ancient civilization that flourished in the Indus and Ghaggar-Hakra river valleys primarily in what is now Pakistan and western India, parts of Afghanistan and Turkmenistan. Another name for this civilization is the Harappan Civilization, after the first of its cities to be excavated, Harappa. Although the IVC might have been known to the Sumerians as Meluhha, the modern world discovered it only in the 1920s as a result of archaeological excavations.
· Squid (Non-Sapient)
: were large, diverse group of marine cephalopods. Like all cephalopods, squid are distinguished by having a distinct head, bilateral symmetry, a mantle, and arms. Squid, like cuttlefish, have eight arms and two tentacles arranged in pairs.
· Chargas’ Disease (Non-Sapient)
: was a human tropical parasitic disease which occurs in the Americas, particularly in South America. Its pathogenic agent is a flagellate protozoan named Trypanosoma cruzi, which is transmitted to humans and other mammals mostly by blood-sucking assassin bugs of the subfamily Triatominae. Those insects are known by numerous common names varying by country, including benchuca, vinchuca, kissing bug, chipo, pito, chupança, and barbeiro. The most common insect species belong to the genThose insects are known by numerous era Triatoma, Rhodnius, and Panstrongylus. However, other methods of transmission are possible, such as ingestion of food contaminated with parasites, blood transfusion and fetal transmission. 
· Aleotian Islands
: are a chain of more than 300 small volcanic islands forming an island arc in the Northern Pacific Ocean, occupying an area of 6,821 sq mi (17,666 km²) and extending about 1,200 mi (1,900 km) westward from the Alaska Peninsula toward the Kamchatka Peninsula.
· Thornyheaded Worm (Insect)
: a member of the phylum Acanthocephala, a group of parasitic worms related to the nematodes. See corynosoma, filicollis, macracanthorhynchus, oncicola and polymorphus.
· Hypobiosis
: an arrested stage of growth.
· Flukes (Flatworm)
: Parasite worms that look like leeches. They usually have one or more suckers for attaching to the digestive mucosa of the host. Liver flukes infest the liver, destroying liver tissue and impairing bile production and drainage.

· Ganges River Valley:

Ganges River
: was major river in the Indian subcontinent flowing east through the eponymous plains of northern India into Bangladesh. The 2,510 km (1,557 mi) river begins at the Gangotri Glacier in the Indian state of Uttarakhand, in the central Himalayas, and drains into the Bay of Bengal through its vast delta in the Sunderbans. It has enjoyed a position of reverence for millennia among India's Hindus, by whom it is worshipped in its personified form as the goddess Ganga.
· Atacana Desert
: was a virtually rainless plateau in South America, covering a 966 km (600 mi) strip of land on the Pacific coast of South America, west of the Andes mountains. The rain shadow on the leeward side of the Andes keeps this over 20 million-year-old desert 50 times drier that California's Death Valley. It is the driest desert in the world, excluding Antarctica (which claims the title on the basis of lowest annual rainfall in the world). The Atacama occupies 181,300 square kilometers (70,000 mi²) in northern Chile, composed mostly of salt basins (salaries), sand, and lava flows.
· Eagle (Non-Sapient)
: are large birds of prey which inhabit mainly the Old World, with only two species (the Bald Eagle and Golden Eagle) found in North America [image: image5.jpg]


north of Mexico, a few in Middle and South America, two (the White-bellied Sea Eagle and Wedge-tailed Eagle) in Australia, and the Philippine Eagle in the Philippines. They are members of the bird order Falconiformes (or Accipitriformes, according to alternative classification schemes), family Accipitridae, and belong to several genera which are not necessarily closely related to each other in any sort of way.
· Dolphin (Sapient)
:  were marine mammals that are closely related to whales and porpoises.  

· Billfish (Non-Sapient)
:  was applied to a number of different large, predatory fish characterized by their large size (swordfish can be over 4 meters long) and their long sword-like bill. Billfish include the sailfish and marlin, which make up the family Istiophoridae, and the swordfish, sole member of the family Xiphiidae. They are important apex predators feeding on a wide variety of smaller fish and cephalopods. While billfish are most common in tropical and subtropical waters, swordfish in particular are sometimes found in temperate waters as well.
· Whippoorwill (Avain)
: Caprimulgus vociferus, was a medium-sized (22-27 cm) nightjar from North and Central America. The Whip-poor-will is commonly heard [image: image6.png]


within its range, but less often seen. It is named onomatopoeically after its call.

· Giant Squid (Non-Sapient)
: was deep-ocean dwelling squid in the family Architeuthidae, represented by as many as eight species.
· Nightshade (Poisonous Plant)
:  informally known as the nightshade or potato family. The family includes the Datura or Jimson weed, eggplant, mandrake, deadly nightshade or belladonna, capsicum (paprika, chili pepper), potato, tobacco, tomato, and petunia.

· Bougainvillea (Plant)
: was a genus of flowering plants native to South America from Brazil west to Peru and south to southern Argentina (Chubut Province). Different authors accept between four and 18 species in the genus. The name comes from Louis Antoine de Bougainville, an admiral in the French Navy who encountered the plant in Brazil in 1768 and first described it to Europeans.

· Hibiscus (Plant)
: or rosemallow, is a large genus of about 200–220 species of flowering plants in the family Malvaceae (the mallow family, along with members like cocoa, cotton, okra, baobab and durian) native to warm temperate, subtropical and tropical regions throughout the world.  The genus includes both annual and perennial herbaceous plants, and woody shrubs and small trees.

· Acacia (Plant)
: was a genus of shrubs and trees belonging to the subfamily Mimosoideae of the family Fabaceae, first described in Africa by the Swedish botanist Carolus Linnaeus in 1773.

· Ginkgo (Plant)
: was genus of highly unusual non-flowering plants with one extant species, G. biloba regarded as a living fossil.

· Banyan (Plant)
: was fig that starts its life as an epiphyte when its seeds germinate in the cracks and crevices on a host tree (or on structures like buildings and bridges). "Banyan" often refers specifically to the species Ficus benghalensis, though the term has been generalized to include all figs that share a unique life cycle, and systematically to refer to the subgenus Urostigma.

· Koa (Plant)
: was a large tree endemic to the Hawaiian Islands, primarily Hawaii, Maui and Oahu.

· Moss (Plant)
: were small, soft plants that are typically 1–10 cm (0.4-4 in) tall, though some species are much larger. They commonly grow close together in clumps or mats in damp or shady locations.  They do not have flowers or seeds, and their simple leaves cover the thin wiry stems. At certain times mosses produce spore capsules which may appear as beak-like capsules borne aloft on thin stalks.

· Willow (Plant)
: found primarily on moist soils in cold and temperate regions of the Northern Hemisphere. Most species are known as willow, but some narrow-leaved shrub species are called osier, and some broader-leaved species are called sallow (the latter name was derived from the Latin word salix, willow).

· Cranes (Avain)
: was large, long-legged and long-necked birds of the order Gruiformes, and family Gruidae. Unlike the similar-looking but unrelated herons, cranes fly with necks outstretched, not pulled back.

· Seaweed (Plant)
: was a loose colloquial term encompassing macroscopic, multicellular, benthic marine algae. The term includes some members of the red, brown and green algae.

· Japan (Country)
: was an island country in East Asia. Located in the Pacific Ocean, it lies to the east of China, Korea and Russia, stretching from the Sea of Okhotsk in the north to the East China Sea in the south. The characters that make up Japan's name mean "sun-origin", which is why Japan is sometimes identified as the "Land of the Rising Sun".

: are the small apes in the family Hylobatidae. The family was divided into four genera based on their diploid chromosome number: Hylobates (44), Hoolock (38), Nomascus (52), and Symphalangus (50).  
· Australia (Country)
: officially the Commonwealth of Australia was a country in the southern hemisphere comprising the mainland of the world's smallest continent, the major island of Tasmania, and numerous other islands in the Indian and Pacific Oceans.  Neighboring countries include Indonesia, East Timor, and Papua New Guinea to the north, the Solomon Islands, Vanuatu, and New Caledonia to the northeast and New Zealand to the southeast. Australia is the only continent occupied by a single country.
Kangaroo (Non-Sapient)
: was a marsupial from the family Macropodidae (macropods, meaning 'large foot'). 
Koala (Non-Sapient)
: was found in coastal regions of eastern and southern Australia, from near Adelaide to the southern part of Cape York Peninsula.  Populations also extend for considerable distances inland in regions with enough moisture to support suitable woodlands. The Koalas of South Australia were largely exterminated during the early part of the 20th century, but the state has since been repopulated with Victorian stock. The Koala is not found in Tasmania or Western Australia.
· Tasmania (Country)
: was an Australian island and state of the same name. It is located 240 kilometers (150 mi) south of the eastern side of the continent, being separated from it by Bass Strait. The state of Tasmania includes the island of Tasmania and other surrounding islands.  Tasmania has an estimated population of 494,520 (March 2008) and an area of 68,401 square kilometers (26,410 sq mi).
Tasmanian Devil (Non-Sapient)
: also referred to simply as "the devil", was a carnivorous marsupial now found in the wild only in the Australian island state of Tasmania. The Tasmanian Devil was the only extant member of the genus Sarcophilus.  The size of a small dog, but stocky and muscular, the Tasmanian Devil is now the largest carnivorous marsupial in the world after the extinction of the Thylacine in 1936.

Great Basin Desert
: was a large, arid region of the western United States. Its boundaries depend on how it is defined. Its most common definition is the contiguous watershed, roughly between the Wasatch Mountains, in Utah and the Sierra Nevada, that has no natural outlet to the sea. The Great Basin Desert is defined by the extent of characteristic plant species, and covers a somewhat different (and smaller) area. The Great Basin Culture Area, home to several Shoshonean Great Basin tribes, extends further to the north and east than the hydrographic basin. The Basin and Range Province is a geologic region that is most recognizable in the Great Basin but extends well into the Sonoran and Mojave Deserts.

: was a coastal Southern California city located in the southwestern corner of the continental United States. As of 2005, the city has a population of 1,256,951. It is the county seat of San Diego County. and is the economic center of the San Diego–Carlsbad–San Marcos metropolitan area, the 17th-largest metro area in the U.S. with a population of 2.9 million as of 2006, and the 21st largest Metropolitan area in the Americas when including Tijuana (See San Diego-Tijuana Metro).

San Jose is located in Silicon Valley, at the south end of San Francisco Bay. Once a small farming city, San Jose became a magnet for suburban newcomers in new housing developments between the 1960s and the 1990s, and is now the largest city in Northern California. The official United States Census Bureau population estimate for July 1, 2006 is 929,936.

Morocco (Country)
